	Base awards around the theme of #1 in a variety of categories: academics, leadership, kindness, team player, work ethic, attendance, etc.

	All Stars
	Decorate and label a star for each person in the school.

	Breakfast of Champions
	Hold a breakfast for nominated students demonstrating life skills.

	Four “A’s”
	Recognize students for their strengths and achievements in four areas: athletics, arts, academics and activities.  

	“Go to the Principal…You Have Been Good!”
	Produce referral forms which result in students being sent to the office to be praised for doing a good job.

	Gotcha!
	Give out “Caught Being Good” slips.

	Graduation Breakfast
	Students organize a breakfast for your outgoing class.

	Ice Cream Social
	To show appreciation to various school groups host an ice cream social.

	Injustice Busters
	Recognize students and staff for doing the right thing, standing up for others and promoting fairness. The theme for “Ghost Busters” movie can be worked into the presentation. 

	Kindness Award
	Recognize students who go out of their way to be kind to others.

	Personal Best
	Give all teachers “Personal Best” forms to fill out whenever they see a student or a group doing something special.

	Placemats
	Put achievers names on placemats at local eateries.

	Pride Flag
	Make a pride flag that is raised each day in honor of a person’s accomplishments at school.

	Pride Posse
	Teachers nominate deserving students for a pizza party.

	Read All About It!
	Feature stories in school newspapers to recognize various achievements of students.

	Show It Off
	Utilize pictures and projects to showcase students work.

	SOS (Spotlight on Success)
	Highlight students at assemblies using a spotlight.

	Sunshine Committee
	Form a committee that recognizes birthdays or other special events.

	Themed Awards
	Give awards based on different themes, i.e. Wizard of Oz Awards for brains, heart, and courage; Dancing with the Stars Awards for service to others; Rocky Balboa Awards for great improvement, comebacks and effort. 

	Wall of Fame
	Place names on a wall where students congregate.

	World Wide Web
	Add a part to the school Web site to showcase students work and recognize achievements.


End of the Year Recognition Ideas
End of the year recognition awards do two things: first, they acknowledge people for jobs well done; second, they begin to raise the bar and set the tone for the next upcoming school year. Recognition programs can be full-blown productions with a school-wide assembly, plaques and speeches or they can be simple, meaningful notes of thanks. The important thing is to have them in some way, shape or form.
