Constitution for the

Greater St. Helen’s Association of Student Councils

NAME:

The name of the organization shall be the “Greater St. Helen’s Association of Student Councils.”

MEMBERS:

Active Membership is open to any high school within the Greater St. Helen’s League or other high schools within this geographic area. Active Membership is determined by the Advisor and constants attending a majority of meetings throughout the year, paying Local Association membership dues and WASC membership dues each year.

Invitations remain open to other high schools within the GSH area who wish to commit to being active members of  the Greater St. Helen’s Association Activities.

MISSION:

The Greater St. Helen’s Association exists to promote understanding, cooperation, communication, and sportsmanship between member schools, and to facilitate the sharing of ideas and leadership training experiences among its members.

ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE:

1. The GSH Association Council is made up of a minimum of two up to a maximum of five student representatives from each active high school. These representatives are referred to as “Constants.” This group is governed by the Senior and Junior GSH representatives to the WASC Board.  

2. Association “Constant” meetings will occur up to eight times during a school year.  

3. Two Association Summits and one Regional Conference may occur during the school year. These summits include the constants from each school as well as additional guests from each high school selected to accommodate certain Association topics or themes.  These large group workshops will rotate between member high schools and will be hosted according to the “Association Guidelines” document determined and provided by the Association Council.

RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. Identified Association Constants are required to attend Association Council meetings and Summits throughout the school year. Each school should provide an advisor who will communicate with the Association advisors, support Association activities and attend summits with the students.

2. Each member high school will pay annual membership dues of $50.00 which will be used for supplies and to offset the cost of the Regional Conference. Each member high school will also be a member of WASC and pay annual WASC dues.

3. Each member high school is responsible for covering any costs incurred from hosting a Council meeting or Summit and in turn does not pay a fee to attend a Summit at another school.  For this reason, a condition of GSH membership is that each school takes an equal turn in hosting a Summit or a Council meeting to share costs equally.

4. Advisors and all students will adhere to a student driving policy while attending Association Council meetings, Summits and the Regional Conference. A student driver may not transport other students at any time. It is recommended that students should be transported by an Advisor or Administrator.  Each participating school must follow their district approved transportation policy/guidelines.

5. GSH WASC Board Applications will be accepted in the Spring for the Junior Board Position.  This is a two-year term that must be served during a student’s junior and senior school years.  GSH WASC Board representatives are selected through an application and interview process with a panel that includes the two current WASC Board members and the GSH adult advisors. The junior representative cannot be from the same high school as the senior representative.

VOTING:

Decisions will be determined by a simple majority with each member school in attendance being given two votes.

AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION:

Amendments to the constitution require a 2/3 majority vote of the membership.
